The MotorGuide Regional series is open to
those who wants to compete in an invitational Pro-Am.
New pros must submit “Rookie Pro” forms and refer-
ences with their entry blanks. Regional pros may elect
to fish one, two, three, or all four events. To qualify for
the Championship (the top 40 Regional pros will be
invited to the Championship), pros must sign up for all
four Regionals prior to the first tournament. Those
signing up for all four receive preference.

The MotorGuide Regional series provides
tough competition. It will be as intense this coming
season. Many pros aspire to move into the PWT Minn
Kota Super Pro ranks based on career PWT money
winnings. The top 10 MotorGuide Regional pros at
the end of the 2008 season will be invited to fish the
2009 Minn Kota Super Pro.

The MotorGuide Regional Pro purses have
been increased. Compare them to the 2006 and 2007
purses. The percentage payback is highter and the
purses are deeper. Special awards will add to the over
all payout.

The MotorGuide Regional amateur/co-angler
entry fee still remains at $375. This will again make it
easier for Regional pros to bring fishing partners with
them to tournaments. Be sure to talk this up at semi-
nars and shows. If you need extra amateur/co-angler
entry blanks, let us know. It is not mandatory to bring
amateurs/co-anglers with you to tournaments, but will
be deeply appreciated.
